2) CITY RESTRUCTURING PROPOSALS
CONSOLIDATE DESIGN AND DELIVERY OF CAPITAL PROJECTS

This proposal removes the Advance Planning Division from the Department of Recreation and
Parks, requires that it employ the Bureau of Engineering (BOE) to provide these fundamental
services, and pay the BOE for same. This will reduce the operating funds available for recrea-
tional services while precipitating delays and additional expense in the planning and construc-
tion of projects that Recreation and Parks now handles internally (from a simple playground or
drainage ditch, to the major wash-out repair of Vista del Valle mountain road in Griffith Park).
The BOE is not parks-centric and will be slower to respond, delaying action in situations that
may be urgent in terms of public safety. Once again, there will be little or no cost savings, as
one department will simply pay another department for services rendered — services which will
certainly be less efficient.

3) CITY RESTRUCTURING PROPOSALS
PUBLIC-PRIVATE PARTNERSHIP — GOLF OPERATIONS

Currently, revenue from the City’'s golf
tion and Parks. Privatization will provide an opportunity for that revenue stream to be redi-
rected elsewhere. Privatization changes the mission of the golf courses from services-centered
to profit-centered and opens up these facilities to unforeseen alternate uses in the name of profit.
Furthermore, the City has never demonstrated that its previous privatization schemes have gen-
erally provided any more than minimal additional revenues-- but they have enriched the lucky
